Blueprint Discipleship School
is aptly called ‘Blueprint’ as
architects used a chemical
process when drawing and
copying plans of their
building projects. When the
plans were exposed to light,
the colour blue would show
up! We know the Master
Builder has plans to help us
build a life that honours Him
and is centred on Him. Whilst
we know that discipleship is
not a program, but a life-long
endeavour, Blueprint has
been designed to give you
eight months of intentional
commitment to kickstart or
accelerate your journey of
being an apprentice of Jesus
Christ.
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Jesus said we should go into
all the world and make
disciples. We can only make
disciples to the extent that we
ourselves have been discipled.
Blueprint takes us back to the
foundations to look at the
plans God created to take us
into a deeper place of
discipleship, and in doing so,
we begin to be effective in
discipling others.

Disciples
live a life that looks like Jesus
and they are led by the Holy
Spirit. They are ones who
intentionally and proactively
build their lives upon the
foundation of rock.

YEAR 1INFORMATION

Year 1in Blueprint takes our discipleship into a deep, intentional dive to become Jesus’ apprentices.
Focussing on three overarching themes of theology, christian living and ministry, Blueprint year 1
gives foundations of discipleship topics which are informative, experiential and practical.

Blueprint year 1 starts in March and ends at the end of October, meeting weekly on Tuesdays aside
from school holidays. There are 29 sessions altogether. Relationships are important and formed
through small group discussion. There are three texts to read which equates to a chapter a week.

There is a mission trip to the Kimberly at the end of August over a weekend (Fri - Mon) which gives
opportunity for ministry and cross cultural ministry experience. The mission trip can only take 10
people and there is an extra cost for this of around $600-$700 depending on flight costs.

YEAR 2 INFORMATION

Year 2 in Blueprint builds upon the foundations laid in Blueprint year 1. Year 2 is optional and year 1is
a pre-requisite for year 2. Blueprint year 2 also uses three overarching themes of theology, christian
living and ministry and follows the year 1 discipleship journey of being informative, experiential and
practical. Year 2 focusses on leadership and ministry opportunities and growth, for example, the
opportunity to mentor a year 1student.

Blueprint year 2 starts in March and ends at the end of October, meeting fortnightly on Thursdays

aside from school holidays. There are 15 sessions altogether. Relationships continue to be built with
small groups being an essential part of year 2 also. Small groups are centred around consolidating

the information that has been presented in previous classes. There are three texts to read in year 2
also, which equates to around a chapter a week.

There is a mission trip in year 2 also. Details will be firmed up throughout the year.
